B Disseminate program information to public and private elementary, middle, and high school
teachers and other appropriate school personnel in the congressional district.

B Distribute my full allocation of complimentary sets of textbooks (5 elementary, 5 middle, 5 high
school) to teachers in my congressional district. Ensure that each teacher completes and
returns the Textbook Registration Form to me.

B Encourage teachers to participate in in-service training programs. Work closely with my state
coordinator to ensure that opportunities for in-service training are available to teachers in my
district.

B Emphasize to all teachers the need to involve their students in either the noncompetitive (all
three levels) or competitive (high school) simulated congressional hearing.

B Conduct a district level hearing competition for participating high schools.

B Establish and maintain contact with my member of Congress and his/her staff in the district and
D.C. offices. Encourage the member and staff to meet with students involved in the program.

The Center for Civic Education will provide a $500 stipend (two $250 payments) to you as district
coordinator based on the submission of the following items:

FALL 2000 (Payments made between October 1-November 30, 2000)
B signed responsibility agreement to my state coordinator

B properly completed Registration Forms to the Center for teachers who are to receive
complimentary sets of texts for the 2000-01 school year

B completed Congressional District Action Plan, submitted to my state coordinator, not later than
September 1, 2000
